	Peak Train Services by Southern Railway at Horley Station
The Clerk informed members that a letter of thanks had been sent to Robin Grant of the Reigate, Redhill & District Railway Users’ Association (RRDRUA) for the information he provided on train services at Horley Station following the last meeting of the Southern Stakeholders Forum.  
Cllr Knight advised it was generally felt by commuters that train services at peak times remained unsatisfactory with standing room only becoming more frequent due to the reduction in train sizes from around 12 to 8 carriages.   It was decided that the Clerk would enquire with the Borough Council whether a Commuter Satisfaction Survey could be undertaken at Horley Station and presented to Southern Railway.

Horley Subway
